Christmas Island in the Indian Ocean is a source of quality rock phosphate. It exports 0.7 Mtpa (Million
tons per annum) to Asia Pacific for use in the palm oil sector. Higher-grade rock phosphates are sold to
Australian manufacturers of MAP (monoammonium phosphate) fertilizer.

Phosphate Resources Limited (PRL)’s mining operations on Christmas Island has been supported by
Tractors Singapore Limited (authorized Cat dealer for Singapore, Christmas Island (Indian Ocean) and
Maldives) since its origins as British Phosphate Commissioners in the sixties. PRL uses modern open-
cut mining methods with a range of different mining and Cat earthmoving machinery to extract rock
phosphate from the various ore bodies and stockpiles. The phosphate rich soils are excavated with Cat
hydraulic excavators and hauled by Cat articulated dump trucks or Kenworth trucks powered by Cat
engines to stockpile areas where Cat wheel loaders load the phosphate rich soils onto mobile field
screens which separate large limestone rocks and vegetation from the valued phosphorous material.
The wheel loaders work further to load the ore onto road trains for haulage to the dryers where it is
further graded and stockpiled. These graded matters are blended to meet customers’ specifications,
dried and crushed. These are then conveyer-belted to be stored, bagged or loaded into ship holds.

PRL’s experience with its current Cat D9R has been excellent. It has an exceptional reputation for
performance and durability. When the requirement came to increase production, PRL decided the
addition to its fleet should be the new D9T tractor.

PSD) was jubilant when it was awarded an order for the supply of 39 units of the Caterpillar® C32
ACERT Marine Propulsion Engines for the 34m Fast Offshore crew boat market. It signaled the
beginnings of the fast crew boat market’s recognition and awareness of SDI-PSD’ capabilities and the
reliability of Cat products.

Designed by naval architects - Naval Consult Pte Ltd, built/ commissioned by local shipyard, Messrs.

These made-to-order fast crew boat vessels are
manufactured to comply with BV-Bureau Veritas
Marine Classification Society. Capable of speed up to
25knots (contractual), 3 x Cat C32 ACERT engines
rated at 1450hp deliver power through the 2.53:1
gearboxes down the shafts to the triple four bladed
fixed pitch nickel aluminum bronze propellers. Work

space measures up to 80m 2 and deck cargo has
capacity up to 40 tons.

In the
pipeline, SDI-PSD expects another 9 X Cat C32s
to be delivered by the first quarter of the new year,
2010.
